There
are camera monitors at the front entrance of each of our school sites. If reporting for a scheduled meeting, ALL
visitors will need to announce their name and the name of their child to be buzzed into the school. Upon entry,
visitors may be subjected to a wanding and/ or a search process for additional safety measures. The Buffalo
Police Department and/or Buffalo Public Schools Security staff will have a presence in and around schools for
an undetermined amount of time. Thank you.
